Theme: “The Gandhian Way: A Day of Service” 

 

Events and Activities on 1st October 2024 

 

1. Swachh Kaksha Abhiyan (Grade 3) 

   - Time: 8:20 AM to 8:40 AM   

   - Objective: Instil cleanliness and teamwork in students. 

   - Details: 

     - The class teachers discussed Swachh Bharat Abhiyan and connected it 

with the classroom cleanliness initiative. 

     - Students collaboratively created a Class Cleanliness Contract, which they 

signed and displayed on the "Wall of Fame" board. 

     - The cleanliness of the classrooms will be judged bi-weekly by Ms. Kritika 

and Saika didi, with the winner receiving a week's worth of swing time. 

   - Outcome: Students learned the importance of maintaining cleanliness and 

developed a sense of responsibility and good citizenship. 

 

2. Slogan Showdown (Grade 4) 

   - Time: 8:20 AM to 9:30 AM   

   - Objective: Promote creativity and critical thinking through Gandhi's 

slogans. 

   - Details: 

     - One student at a time wrote a slogan on the board and shared thoughts on it. 

     - Every student participated in the activity, and slogans will continue to be 

written daily during the class teacher period for a month. 

   - Outcome: Students learned to express their ideas through powerful slogans 

and articulate their thoughts in front of the class. 



 

3. Gandhi's Legacy Discussion (Grade 5) 

   - Time: 8:20 AM to 9:30 AM   

   - Objective: Reflect on Mahatma Gandhi’s impact and his principles. 

   - Details: 

     - The class was divided into four groups, with each group receiving sheets 

highlighting key events in Gandhi’s life. 

     - Students prepared group presentations and developed questionnaires for 

peer groups. 

     - Each team had 25 minutes to prepare. 

   - Outcome: Students gained a deeper understanding of Gandhi’s legacy and 

were able to present their learnings through group discussions, exploring non-
